	Content of Presentation

	Precision and Completeness of Data
	· Data is either missing or superfluous 
	· Most data is relevant with minor details omitted
	· Data is relevant & complete.

	Content:  

· Crucial Past History

· Symptoms Described

· Objective Data

· Assessment

· Plans for Action
· Consultation of appropriate sources for plans
	· Past history is overly detailed or ignored 

· Description of symptoms lacks detail (e.g, location, intensity, etc.)
· Student leaps to conclusions, or blends all symptoms together
· No plans are offered, or omit intended tests and treatment
· No sources have been consulted to offer support to plans
	· Past history considered
· Most aspects of symptoms are described 
· Student attempts to consider all possibilities through maintaining separate conclusions in assessment

· Plans propose intended tests and treatment
· Consulted a common or widely used source to support plans.
	· Includes relevant past history.
· Symptoms are described clearly using appropriate adjectives, location, intensity and frequency

· Student is able to point to most relevant and possible diagnoses, seeking differentials in assessment

· Plans include appropriate tests and treatment
· Consulted appropriate sources, selected using models for evidence.

	Attention to Order of Presentation
	· Disorganized  presentation of Data; data is out of order


	· Attempts to follow SOAP model; Organized presentation of Data in  logical order


	· Follows SOAP model and uses it to guide audience;  Data focuses on the abnormal/chief complaint, sequentially

	Communication Skills

	Effective speaking voice
	· Speech is unclear, inaudible, etc.
· Lacks confidence
	· Speech is clear but may not be heard by all.  

· May lack confidence
	· Speech is clear and easily heard by all. 

· Confident

	Introductions
	· Does not introduce self and/or patient
	· Introduces self and patient
	· Uses introduction of self and patient as critical opening point

	Using Chart as Prompt
	· Recites chart
	· Relies heavily on chart
	· Refers to chart for emphasis 

	Response to Questions
	· Has difficulty responding.
	· Responds easily to questions.
	· Elicits questions from audience.
